We have made a multi-million dollar investment in our fleet in an effort to provide a healthy environment 
while sailing on a Windstar yacht. Hospital grade high-efficiency particulate (HEPA) filters along with a 
UV-C air zapping process (ultraviolet germicidal irradiation) have been installed on board all Windstar yachts.

Our Beyond Ordinary Care program was developed with consultation and review by the Senior Medical 
Director in the UC Health Infection Control and Prevention Department at the University of Colorado 
School of Medicine, and implements a rigorous multi-layered approach of science-led best practices aimed  
at keeping everyone aboard healthy.

Some initiatives are large, like replacing engines with more efficient ones. 
And some may seem small, like polishing our propellers twice a year for 
peak efficiency. But when it comes to protecting the world’s natural 
surroundings, even small changes add up. 

REDUCING OUR USE OF FOSSIL FUELS 
Innovations in maritime technologies offer many opportunities to minimize 
greenhouse gas emissions, and Windstar is working to incorporate these 
into our fleet. Our all-suite Star Plus Class yachts have new engines 
that use cleaner-burning fuel with lower sulfur content to minimize 
environmental impact. This reduces fuel use and greenhouse gas emissions 
by about 20% per passenger nautical mile. We’re also repainting the 

hulls of all six ships with a special paint that reduces drag and increases 
efficiency by up to 3%. 

Other ways we reduce fuel consumption include increasing the use of ship 
sails and strategically planning itineraries. We’ve also implemented lighting 
upgrades and HVAC enhancements to reduce energy use onboard.

SAVING FRESH WATER FOR A RAINY DAY
The Windstar fleet is surrounded by seawater, yet we’re keenly aware of 
the importance of maintaining precious water resources for generations 
to come. Although seawater is not drinkable, our yachts have efficient 
equipment for reliably creating potable water onboard. We also encourage 
guests to conserve by reusing towels before having them laundered.

KEEPING TRASH OUT OF L ANDFILLS
Conservation is not just about reducing consumption, it’s about reducing 
waste, and we have a number of initiatives to reduce, reuse, and recycle. 
These include replacing paper documents with e-documents, eliminating 
single-serving amenity containers in staterooms, more accurately 
forecasting food consumption and supplies, asking suppliers to reduce 
packaging, and working with local communities to ensure we fully comply 
with local garbage segregation requirements. 

SAYING NO TO SINGLE-USE PL ASTICS
We have also drastically reduced single-use plastics, eliminating plastic 
bottles from our staterooms and restaurants, and reducing the use of 
straws, cups, and other plastic items.

LEAVING THE OCEAN BETTER THAN WE FOUND IT
Of course there are other forms of waste, and we work hard to reduce 
those as well. We upgraded our wastewater treatment systems, 
use environmentally acceptable lubricants where feasible, and use 
biodegradable, environmentally friendly cleaning supplies. We also 
removed all onboard incinerators to eliminate air emissions. 

Windstar employees add to our corporate efforts by volunteering in beach 
clean-up days in both Seattle and Miami. Even our guests take part, 
adding their “adopt a coral” donations to our own donation to an NGO 
called Coral Gardeners that’s working to replant healthy corals where 
reefs are struggling. (See page 75 for details.)

Being gentle on the environment can also mean changing what you eat, 
since a plant-based diet saves water and reduces greenhouse gasses. For 
those who favor vegan meals, we now offer a plant-based, gluten-free 
menu prepared without added salt, oil or sugar. We have partnered with 
the National Health Association (NHA) to create offerings that are both 
nutritious and delicious, and are excited to add these to our standard and 
vegetarian menu choices.

You’ll find them in the city center, along  
the waterfront where elegant Georgian 
sandstone warehouses once held exports 
like fruit and whale oil, and at well-
preserved Battery Point where the  
well-heeled built grand mansions.

We were transported from the 
yacht on the island of Raiatea  
to a local boat wharf, and taken 
by skiff to an over-water reef 
house. Our group was met with 
cold Hinano (local) beer and 
fresh slices of coconut, to 
further herald our arrival  
to this outpost of stunning,  
360 degree beauty. Our guide, 
Summer Rotu, a San Diego 
native who manages Anapa 
Pearl Farm, then gave us a 
lesson in how pearls are farmed, 
what goes in to creating such 
lovely and unique jewelry, and 
how the cultivation of black 
pearls is a major part of the 
economy in French Polynesia. 

Summer then outfitted our 
small group with snorkel 
equipment, and we were set 
loose to explore the under- 
ground workings of a pearl farm. 
Summer then announced the 
most exciting game of “hide and 

seek” we’d ever played: she’d 
hidden four oysters, all which 
might contain a black pearl, 
around the reef house. We 
dove, splashed, and delighted  
in finding our oysters, eager  
to see what was inside. 

The pearl grafter (who works to 
inseminate oysters and harvest 
their pearls) then opened our 
treasures, and we were all 
delighted at what we found.  
Our pearls were beautiful,  
many quite large and unique  
in their coloring with the rarest 
of “bronzes” eliciting many 
oooh’s and aaah’s.

Art has always been a way of life on Hiva 
Oa. Paul Gauguin painted it, Jacques Brel 
sang about it, and ancient artisans carved 
petroglyphs and giant stone tikis in honor  
of it. And how could you not be inspired? 
The colors are intense and magical, from 
psychedelic hibiscus flowers to fluorescent 
green palms and black sand beaches. And 
even the Calvaire Cemetery where Gauguin 
and Brel are buried offers frame-worthy 
views.

What  
you will find here, though, are spectacular 
scenery from basalt peaks to waterfalls, 
exceptionally warm, friendly people, and 
numerous ancient marae sacred sites that 
resonate with powerful mana.

DAY 9 • TIPUTA , RANGIROA , 
TUAMOTU ISL ANDS
Some people call this place heaven. You will 
call it perfect. The huge lagoon surrounded 
by beautiful coral and filled with colorful 
fish, rays, and dolphin is a diver’s dream. 
Explore, with an optional tour, in a glass 
bottom boat, take a dive that matches your 
level of expertise, or enjoy the magic of 
drift snorkeling. This is a place like no other 
on earth.

At 16, Bernicot discovered 
his first bleached coral and 
realized the entire ecosystem 
was threatened.The shock and 
heartbreak of that moment drove 
him to research the causes of 
coral bleaching, and sparked his 
passion to save the world’s coral. 

The NGO he founded in 2017, 
Cora l  Gardeners ,  chooses 
corals that are more resilient to 
climate change and raises them 
in an undersea nursery before 
transplanting them to damaged 
parts of the reef through an 
“adopt a coral” program. They 
also work to raise awareness. To 
date, the organization has planted 
more than 31,000 corals.

In 2021, Bernicot became a 
National Geographic Explorer 
and was recognized by the United 

Nations at the Young Activists 
Summit in Geneva. Later, he 
was also awarded as part of the 
Explorers Club, class of 2023.

Lima has worked at becoming more than 
the gateway to Machu Picchu, but also a 
tourist destination in its own right. Declared 
the unofficial gastronomical capital of  
South America, it is the only city to have 
two restaurants ranking in the top 10 of the 
World’s Best Restaurants. Find the Historic 
Center, declared a UNESCO site, the 
Basilica and Convent of San Francisco,  
the Lima Metropolitan Cathedral, the 
Palacio de Torre Tagle, and the National 
University of San Marco, the oldest 
continuously functioning university in  
the New World.

It’s something of an insider secret, cruising the extreme 
southern edge of the Caribbean. But those who explore 
beyond the traditional islands know that this is where you 
find the epicenter of colonial history, amazing biodiversity, 
and cultures.

This is the heart of the Spanish Main, where untold wealth 
boarded galleons and colonial forts thwarted off pirate 
attacks. It’s the narrow isthmus that holds the Panama 
Canal, an epic engineering feat that irrevocably changed the 
course of world trade. And it’s the home of indigenous tribes 
like the Kogi, the Ngobe-Buglé, and the Kuna, who have 
managed to maintain their traditional ways of life despite 
living at one of the planet’s busiest crossroads. 

These shores are also some of the most beautiful and 
biodiverse on earth, home to marine-rich coral reefs,  
and the greatest bird diversity in the world. 

• Birders take note: Colombia 
has the highest bird diversity 
of any country with more 
than 1,900 species, and our 
excursion to Cartagena’s 
National Aviary lets you  
see an important sample  
of this variety.

• Brightly dressed palenquera 
ladies – carrying fruit trays 
on their heads – add to  
the beauty and attraction  
of Cartagena. 

• The coffee and chocolate

the crops are grown to learn 
how they’re produced.

The best way to visit a mosque is on a guided 
tour where the tour guide can assist you.

The mosques open to non-Muslim visitors are 
the major attractions with specific visiting hours. 
If you are allowed to enter the prayer halls, you 
must remove your shoes, which you will stow in 
shoe shelves by the entrance. Women must wear 
scarves to cover their heads, hair, and necks, and 
clothes that cover all but hands and feet. Any 
jewelry or accessories symbolizing faiths beyond 
Islam should be tucked away. When inside a 
prayer hall, it is customary to speak quietly  
and follow the designated walkways. 

CAN I DRINK  
ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES? 

Onboard your Windstar yacht, liquor service 
will be available as usual.

• Men often greet by shaking hands and these 
introductions may last longer than you might 
be accustomed to at home. Men do not shake 
hands with women unless the woman offers 
her hand first.

Monks and hermits have found refuge  
on Meteora’s sandstone rock pillars  
for centuries.

Stand in the ghostly ruins of ancient 
Kourion and atop the walls of a nearby crusader fortress above Cypriot citrus 
groves. Sip pilsner paired with seared calamari and honeyed mantinades dough 
in a Rhodes neighborhood café. Embrace sea breezes in the shade of Mykonos 
windmills and venture inland to sample tart and tasty local Greek wines.

DAY 1 • AMMAN, DEAD SEA
Arrive in Amman, the capital of Jordan  
and transfer to your beachfront resort  
on the Dead Sea. Relax on the shores  
of this famed ancient salt lake marking 
Earth’s lowest surface point on dry land — 
1,400 feet below sea level! Take off your 
shoes or sandals and go a little lower  
by wading or swimming in this unique 
hypersaline lake. Conclude your afternoon 
at our welcome reception and enjoy a 
delicious dinner inside the resort.
(Includes transfer from the airport, overnight 
at Dead Sea hotel, and dinner.)

DAY 2 • MOUNT NEBO, MADABA  
& PETRA

Imagine yourself in 
the sandals of a desert trader thousands of 
years ago, leading your caravan through the 
narrow shade of the Siq entrance and seeing 
the columned, 130-foot-high Al-Khazneh 

treasury and the clamor of the Rose City’s 
busy inhabitants for the first time. Wander 
past the tombs, temples, and palaces.  
Learn the 2,000-year-old achievements 
memorialized to the dead inside the  
Royal Tombs.

It is convenient to Tel Aviv and close  
enough to Jerusalem for day trips. Enter 
the 5,000-year-old walled Old City and 
explore the Western Wall (Wailing Wall), 
Dome of the Rock, and Church of the  
Holy Sepulchre.

DAY 7 • LIMASSOL , CYPRUS
Above the old harbor is the Limassol Castle, 
built in the 13th century on the site of an 
earlier Byzantine castle — where Richard 
the Lionheart reportedly stopped during  
his Third Crusade. The city’s Archaeological 
Museum has artifacts from the Neolithic 
and Roman periods.

DAYS 8/9 • RHODES, GREECE 
(OVERNIGHT)
On an island that enjoys 300 days of 
sunshine each year, head to the beach or 
immerse yourself in history. In the large, 
walled, medieval Old City, a UNESCO 
World Heritage Site, wander the same  
14th century streets as the knights and  
visit the Palace of the Grand Masters.

DAY 10 • HERAKLION, CRETE, 
GREECE
History buffs will want to make a beeline  
to the ancient Minoan palace of Knossos, 
first settled around 7000 B.C. and where 
the queen had running water in her palace 
bathroom more than 3,500 years ago.  
Stick around the bustling city of Heraklion 
to admire the amazing fortress walls and 
bastions, fountains and other reminders  
the Venetians were once in power here.

Joan Miró, Salvador Dali, Pablo Picasso, 
and Antoni Gaudí  have shaped the city in 
their Modernisme image, especially in the 
Gothic Quarter where the labyrinth of 
alleyways refuses to conform to grid-like 
regularity. Watch castellers practice 
Catalonia’s native sport of human castle 
building in Poble Sec. Or sit at a trattoria 
and listen to the musical sound of Catalan, 
the native dialect.

Once a popular resort destination 
for Rome’s upper class, a tour 
through present day Pompeii is  
an eerie yet fascinating journey 
through the last days of life in the 
city and for the 2,000 citizens 
who perished under the wrath 
unleashed by Mount Vesuvius in 
79 A.D. The perfectly preserved 
city is a time capsule showing us 
life in ancient times.

On the day of the cataclysmic 
eruption in 79 A.D., the first 

eruption shot ash and rocks into 
the air. Most Pompeiians fled.  
The approximately 2,000 souls 
who stayed behind perished. 
Many sought shelter from the ash 
and died as buildings collapsed.  
A pyroclastic surge proved deadly 
for anyone left. Hot gas, ash and 
rock shot down the sides of the 
mountain into town at 100 miles 
per hour. An estimated 13,000 to 
16,000 people in the region died.

After the eruption, the city was 
buried under 13 to 19 feet of ash,

abandoned and forgotten until 
discovered by explorers in 1748. 
As they dug, they found the city 
perfectly preserved by ash as it 
was on the day of the eruption. 
Some buildings were found intact 
and skeletons lay where they fell 
at the time of the eruption. An 
Italian archaeologist realized  
that the voids he found while 
excavating in layers of ash were 
spaces left by decomposed 
human bodies and started using 
plaster to cast these bodies frozen 

in time. It’s a 
strange feeling 
to see these 
long-gone 
people cast in 
time at their 
death. More 
than a thousand 
casts have  
been made.

DAY 1 • REYK JAVIK, ICEL AND
The world’s most northerly capital enjoys 
almost 24-hour sunlight in summer, all  
the better to show off the city’s eclectic 
architecture and dazzling natural wonders. 
Your English-speaking guide and driver 
meet you at the airport and take you to  
The Grand Hotel near the city center. If 
you like, walk to the nearby Saga Museum 
to brush up on Icelandic history, or catch  
a peek of historic Hofdi House, site of the 
1986 summit between Ronald Reagan and 
Mikhail Gorbachev that effectively ended 
the Cold War. Get a good night’s sleep, 
because tomorrow will be a busy one.

Travel to the small 
village of Fludir, home to the Secret Lagoon 
natural hot springs, then to the village 
of Stokkseyri for a dinner of local dishes 
before heading back to Reykjavik and  
The Grand Hotel.

At the head 
of the fjord is Seydisfjordur, a small, scenic 
town where cascading waterfalls seem to  
be everywhere. During our overnight stay 
you’ll have time to enjoy this beautiful part 
of the country and its unusual claims to 
fame, including a lake with a mythical 
“Ness” and Iceland’s largest national forest. 
Bird watchers won’t want to miss Skalanes 
Nature Reserve with its more than 45 bird 
species. Trekkers can make their way to 
spectacular Hengifoss Waterfall. Or simply 
stroll the quaint town of 700 with its 
colorful Norwegian kit-houses shipped  
in at the turn of the century.

DAY 8 • AKUREYRI, ICEL AND
Akureyri nestles like a gem at the head  
of Iceland’s longest fjord. It’s just a stone’s 
throw from the Arctic Circle, yet it offers 
some of Iceland’s warmest weather and a 
rare ice-free harbor. It’s due to this strange

famous trading center under the Danes, 
and also accounts for the town possessing 
one of the northernmost botanical gardens 
in the world with a greenhouse that’s 
geothermically heated. Spend your day 
riding an Icelandic Horse across the 
Icelandic countryside, or go for a soak in  
the sky-blue Myvatn Nature Baths.

DAY 9 • ISAFJORDUR, ICEL AND
A breathtaking journey up  Ísafjaroardjúp 
Bay precedes our arrival in Isafjordur, 
surprisingly urbane for a village of 2,600. 
Old Town’s 19th century buildings take you 
back to the days of the tall ships, while the 
abandoned town of Hesteyri remains frozen 
in the 1940s. This is another great port for 
bird watchers as Vigur Island is teeming with 
puffins, eiders, guillemots, and Arctic terns.

DAY 10 • GRUNDARFJORDUR, 
ICEL AND
Viking sagas come to life here, as does  
Jules Verne’s tale Journey to the Centre of  
the Earth. You may share the inspiration to 
set pen to paper, but don’t feel bad if words 
fail you. The views defy description.

DAY 11 • REYK JAVIK, ICEL AND
Disembark back in Reykjavik with its 
surprisingly vibrant local museum and  
art scene.

In Akureyri, a major fishing port 
close to the Arctic Circle, is 
where you can ride an Icelandic 
horse — a distinct breed and  
a top experience for visitors to  
the country. The 2-hour tour 
includes one hour on a guided 
horseback ride along the 
Eyjafjordur River with a view of 
surrounding mountains. Viking 
settlers brought this breed of 
horse to the island between  
860 and 935 CE. They used 
them for transportation, to plow 
fields, and to transport wares. 

No other horses are allowed  
on the island, and if an Icelandic 
horse leaves the island, it cannot 
return. It’s a unique breed and 
Icelanders are especially proud 
of it. The Icelandic horse is

generally 56 inches tall, broad  
at the withers with muscular 
legs. It’s considered the purest 
breed of horse in the world. 

Horses are still a big part of life 
in Iceland. Many races are held 
throughout the country. In the 
winter, events are held on frozen 
bodies of water. Regular shows 
are held which focus on the 
quality of the breed and farmers 
in the highlands still use them  
to round up sheep. But most 
horses are used for leisure riding 
like the tour in Akureyri and  
in competitions. 

A horse is the perfect partner 
for taking you to see the fire  
and ice of Iceland — remote,  
off road places you can’t access 
by a motorized vehicle.

7 days of departure. Additionally, Windstar Cruises will advise you of the status  
of the booking request within five (5) business days of receipt of final payment.  
If your request is confirmed, electronic tickets will be sent via email. If we are 
unable to confirm your late booking all monies paid to Windstar will be refunded  
in full. Changes or additions to the cruise package (e.g. transfers, special services, 
gifts, or onboard packages) cannot be made within seven (7) days of departure  
and should be requested once you are on board the yacht.

CANCELLATION POLICY: Each booking cancelled before 120 days prior to 
travel will be subject to a $50 per person cancellation fee. A full refund (except 
for the amounts paid for air, a Cancellation Protection Plan, and the $50 per 
person fee) will be made for confirmed cancellations received by Windstar 
Cruises at least 121 days prior to the date on which you are to commence travel 
by any mode of transportation booked through Windstar Cruises (sea or land air 
travel is non-refundable once purchased). Guests who cancel after that date for 
any reason, including medical or family reasons, are subject to the following 
cancellation schedule:

120-90 days before commencing travel — 15% of gross fare (deposit)

89-60 days before commencing travel — 35% of gross fare

59-30 days before commencing travel — 50% of gross fare

29-0 days before commencing travel — 100% of gross fare

Windstar can only be responsible for refunding amounts actually received by 
Windstar Cruises. Travel agencies may impose their own cancellation fees. 
Agency fees of any nature are a matter to be resolved solely by the agency and 
guests. Windstar Cruises contracts are non-transferable. Name changes and 
departure date changes are considered reservation cancellations/re-bookings and 
are subject to cancellation fees. Changes require the prior approval of Windstar 
and may not always be possible. Guests who purchased the Travel Protection 
Plan must submit a claim through Travel Protection Provider/Insurer to receive  
a refund or credit of cancellation fees as determined by the insurer.

If you or Windstar cancels a tour or shore excursion more than 5 business days 
prior to your cruise departure date, you will be issued a credit on the credit card 
you used to pay for your shore excursion reservation. For any cancellations less 
than 5 days before departure but before the cancellation deadline you will 
receive an onboard credit where your refund will show up as a credit to your 
shipboard account. If the credit is not fully utilized during your cruise, the 
balance will be credited back to your credit card by the yacht’s purser. 

When you embark on your cruise you will be given a shore excursion booklet  
and shore excursion booking form. The booking form has a cancellation deadline 
listed for the shore excursions for each port. If you cancel your tour reservation 
after the booking deadline stated in the Booking Form, a 100% cancellation fee 
will apply, since transportation and services will have already been arranged.

REFUND POLICY AND INSTRUCTIONS: If Windstar Cruises delays your 
cruise for more than 3 calendar days or cancels your cruise, and you choose not 
to travel on the delayed cruise or do not accept an alternative cruise, you are 
entitled to a refund of cruise fare and charges for accommodations, services  
and facilities (including port fees, taxes and other ancillary fees paid to Windstar 
Cruises) for the delayed or cancelled cruise. If you booked your cruise directly 
with Windstar Cruises, to claim a refund please submit a copy of the booking 
confirmation, proof of payment, and a copy of the delay or cancellation  
notice by email to info@windstarcruises.com within 90 days of the original 
embarkation date of your delayed or cancelled cruise. You may also contact  
us at 800-258-7245 (Monday through Friday from 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. 
(Eastern Time); 10:00 a.m. to 7:30 p.m. (Eastern Time) on Saturday; Sunday 
10am - 6:30pm (Eastern Time)). If you booked through a travel advisor, please 
contact your advisor for assistance. We will review the refund request and 
respond by email within 30 days of the date you or your travel advisor submits 
your claim. If you are entitled to a refund, Windstar Cruises reserves the right to 
offer you future cruise credits as an alternative to a refund, but you are free to 
request a cash refund instead.

ADDITIONAL DEFINITIONS: “Yacht” or “Ship” refers to the vessel that will 
provide the ocean transportation portion of the cruise. “Cruise” refers to the 
specific cruise purchased by you, and shall include periods during which you are 
embarking or disembarking the Yacht or are on shore while the Yacht is in port. 
“Initial Departure” means the time at which you first begin transit by any means 
of transport booked by us (including air transportation) for the purpose of taking 
the Cruise. “Windstar Air Package” refers to air transportation booked for you 
by Windstar Cruises to enable you to travel to and from your Cruise. “Windstar 
Land Package” includes any shore activity before or after the Cruise or ashore 
during the Cruise arranged for you by us in connection with your Cruise.

PROHIBITED ITEMS; DRUG & ALCOHOL RESTRICTIONS; BAGGAGE: 
The following are strictly prohibited on the Ship and during all aspects of the 
Cruise, Windstar Land Package, and shore excursions: radioactive materials, 
recreational and medicinal marijuana and other controlled substances under  
USA law (see United States DEA Drug Schedules at dea.gov/drug-information/
drug-scheduling) or any under any foreign jurisdiction the Ship enters (except 
lawfully obtained and transported prescription drugs other than marijuana), 
firearms, ammunition, weapons, fireworks, aerial drones, illicit or hazardous 
materials, hand irons, water heaters, and candles. Passengers are allowed to bring 
aboard two (2) bottles of wine or champagne (750ml) per cabin for their 
enjoyment onboard for a 7-day Cruise or three (3) bottles for an 8-day (or 
longer) Cruise. Passengers may consume these permitted outside beverages in 
public areas on the Ship, but a small corkage fee (approximately US$15 + 15% 
gratuity) will be applied to the passenger’s onboard account. All additional 
outside alcohol (meaning wine, beer, and/or hard alcohol) including alcohol 
purchased at ports of call along the Cruise route, will be kept by the Ship’s purser 
and delivered to the passenger’s cabin the last evening of the Cruise. We will 
carry as baggage only your personal effects consisting of wearing apparel, toilet 
articles, and similar items for your wearing, comfort, or convenience during the 
Cruise and not belonging to or intended for use by any other person or for sale. 
For loading and unloading the Ship and other means of transportation, all 
baggage must be tendered for carriage in securely constructed and locked 

suitcases or trunks. All baggage must be able to be safely stowed in your cabin on 
the Ship. The only animals permitted to accompany you are service dogs trained 
to do work or perform tasks for passengers with disabilities; you are responsible 
for complying with governmental health, documentation, and other 
requirements as to recognized service dogs.

We do not accept to carry as baggage or assume any liability for any loss of  
or damage to or delay of trade goods, household goods or furniture, perishable 
items, medicine, liquor, cash, credit or debit cards, jewelry, gems, gold, silver, 
precious metals, art, collectibles or similar valuables, securities, financial 
instruments, records, or other valuable or business documents, computers, 
cellular telephones, cameras, hearing aids, electric wheelchairs, scooters, or other 
video or electronic equipment, binoculars, film, videotape, computer disks, audio 
disks, tapes, DVDs or CDs, or other articles specified in 46 U.S. Code Section 
30503. These items should not be left unattended about the Ship or your cabin, 
nor should they be left unattended on other vessels, railcars, taxis, or other 
vehicles or in hotels, nor placed in luggage other than a bag that you carry with 
you. In addition, we do not assume any liability for any loss of or damage to 
carry-on baggage on the Ship or on the other means of transportation or in 
hotels. The Ship and certain hotels may be equipped with cabin or room safes  
or safe-deposit boxes in the Ship’s or hotel’s front office; using these facilities will 
not, however, increase our liability as provided in the Passage Contract.

NON-WINDSTAR CRUISES SERVICES; ITINERARY CHANGES:  
These include non-Windstar Cruises Services such as airlines and other off-ship 
transportation carriers, shore excursions (other than the limited number of shore 
excursions operated by Windstar), and accommodations. Non-Windstar Cruises 
Services are solely at your risk and subject to the terms or arrangements made  
by you. Windstar Cruises assumes no responsibility with respect to these 
non-Windstar Cruises Services including delay, injury, death, or damage to 
property. Situations may arise that, in the opinion of Windstar Cruises, make  
it necessary for Windstar Cruises to cancel, advance, or postpone a scheduled 
departure, change itineraries, or make substitutions involving ports of call, other 
travel components, vessels, or other modes of transportation. These situations 
may include, by way of example, concerns regarding weather conditions,  
issues involving safety matters, alternative business arrangements, or charters 
resulting in the decision to withdraw a Cruise from public sale, or requirements 
of governmental authorities. If this should occur, Windstar Cruises does not 
assume responsibility or liability for any losses, inconvenience, or expenses 
incurred by guests as a result. Please see the Windstar Cruises Passage Contract 
for further details.

PUBLIC HEALTH, PRACTICES & PROCEDURES RELATED TO 
COMMUNICABLE DISEASES, UNDERSTANDING & KNOWING 
ACCEPTANCE OF RISKS OF TRAVEL: 
(a) Communicable Disease Policies and Procedures, including those related to 
COVID-19. Passenger understands that Windstar Cruises’ communicable 
disease policies and procedures, including those related to COVID-19 may  
include (but are not limited to): (1) providing an accurate, truthful and complete 
health questionnaire in a form and containing any and all health or travel-related 
questions as required by Windstar Cruises in its sole discretion, for each 
Passenger prior to boarding; (2) pre-embarkation and/or periodic testing for 
COVID-19 or other communicable diseases ; (3) modified capacity rules for 
activities, which may limit or eliminate the ability of Passenger to participate in 
particular activities; (4) mandatory use by each Passenger of face coverings in 
most locations outside of the Passenger’s cabin while onboard, during 
embarkation, disembarkation and shore excursions; (5) mandatory social 
distancing of Passengers at any/all times while onboard and during embarkation, 
disembarkation, and shore excursions; (6) additional restrictions during shore 
excursions depending on local conditions, including but not limited to denial of 
disembarkation at destinations unless participating in only Windstar Cruises-
approved shore excursions; (7) recommended hand sanitizing by Passenger upon 
entry or exit of any public areas; (8) isolation and/or quarantine of Passengers to 
cabins, or emergency disembarkation of Passenger if, in Windstar Cruises’ sole 
discretion, such steps are necessary to prevent or slow the spread of any 
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communicable disease, including COVID-19; (9) the required completion by 
Passenger at the time of engagement with onboard medical staff of any written 
authorizations or consent forms required for Windstar Cruises to carry out its  
communicable disease policies and procedures (including but not limited to 
medical information, medical privacy, or personal data privacy consent forms), 
and; (10) other policies and procedures deemed by Windstar Cruises in its sole 
discretion to be necessary to reduce the risk of spread of communicable diseases, 
including COVID-19.  
(b) Compliance with Communicable Diseases Policies and Procedures is 
Required. Notwithstanding any other provision contained herein or in Windstar 
Cruises’ refund policies and procedures, any noncompliance by Passenger or 
members of Passenger’s travelling party with Windstar Cruises’  communicable 
disease policies and procedures or this Contract shall be grounds for refusal to 
board, refusal to re-board after going ashore, quarantining and/or isolating 
onboard the Vessel, disembarkation, reporting to governmental or health 
authorities, or other steps deemed necessary in Windstar Cruises’ sole discretion 
under the circumstances to protect the health and well-being of others. Under 
these circumstances, Passenger shall not be entitled to a refund or compensation 
of any kind. Passenger will be responsible for all related costs and fines, including 
without limitation travel expenses and for proper travel documentation for any 
port, or for departure from or arrival to Passenger’s country of residence. Under 
no circumstances shall Windstar Cruises have any other liability for any 
compensation or other damages or expenses whatsoever incurred by any 
Passenger as a result of such denial of boarding, refusal to re-board, quarantine, 
disembarkation, or other steps taken by Windstar Cruises.  
(c) Passenger Health Screening Pre-Cruise. Passenger agrees that Windstar 
Cruises may conduct pre-embarkation screening for  communicable illness, 
including COVID-19. Passengers should refer to Windstar Cruises’ website for 
standards and updates on pre-embarkation screening protocols. If Windstar 
Cruises determines in its sole discretion that Passenger is unfit to board because  
of any communicable illness, including COVID-19, Windstar Cruises may  
deny boarding to such Passenger.  
(d) Passenger Testing Positive for COVID-19 During Cruise. Passenger 
understands and agrees that if, after boarding, and even if Passenger has fully 
complied with all COVID-19 policies and procedures, Passenger tests positive 
for COVID-19 or exhibits signs or symptoms of COVID-19, Windstar Cruises 
may disembark, refuse re-boarding, or quarantine and/or isolate Passenger as 
well as members of Passenger’s travelling party,  
or take other steps which Windstar Cruises determines, in its sole discretion,  
are necessary under the circumstances to protect the health and well-being  
of others. Under no circumstances shall Windstar Cruises be liable to any  
such Passenger for any costs, damages or expenses whatsoever incurred by  
any Passenger.

FITNESS TO TRAVEL; SPECIAL MEDICAL CARE:  
(a) Consultation with Personal Physician. Passengers are encouraged to
discuss the advisability of travel with their personal physicians and to review
the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (“CDC”) website for
updated information. The CDC has identified elderly persons and persons
with certain chronic medical conditions as being at increased risk of life 
threatening complications from being infected with COVID-19.
PASSENGER ACKNOWLEDGES, UNDERSTANDS AND ACCEPTS 
THAT DURING TRAVEL TO AND FROM THE SHIP, WHILE ABOARD 
THE SHIP, OR DURING ACTIVITIES ASHORE, PASSENGER OR 
OTHER PASSENGERS MAY BE EXPOSED TO COMMUNICABLE 
ILLNESSES, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO COVID-19 AND ITS 
VARIANTS, INFLUENZA, COLDS, NOROVIRUS, AND POTENTIALLY 
DISEASES NOT YET KNOWN. PASSENGER FURTHER 
UNDERSTANDS AND ACCEPTS THAT THE RISK OF EXPOSURE TO 
COMMUNICABLE ILLNESSES AND OTHER DISEASES IS INHERENT 
IN MOST ACTIVITIES WHERE PEOPLE INTERACT OR SHARE 
COMMON FACILITIES INCLUDE PERSON TO PERSON CONTACT, IS 
BEYOND WINDSTAR CRUISES’ CONTROL, AND CANNOT BE 
ELIMINATED UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES. PASSENGER 

KNOWINGLY AND VOLUNTARILY ACCEPTS THESE RISKS AS PART 
OF THIS TICKET CONTRACT, INCLUDING THE RISK OF SERIOUS 
ILLNESS OR DEATH ARISING FROM SUCH EXPOSURES, AND/OR 
ALL RELATED DAMAGES, LOSS, COSTS AND EXPENSES OF ANY 
NATURE WHATSOEVER.
(b) Availability of Medical Care, including Medical Evacuation, and Passenger’s
Warranty of Fitness to Travel. Passenger acknowledges that due to the nature
of travel by sea and the ports visited, the availability of medical care onboard the
Ship and in ports of call may be limited or delayed and medical evacuation may
not be possible from the Ship while at sea or from every location to which the
Ship sails. Passenger further understands that there may be circumstances
beyond Windstar Cruises’ control, which may prevent or delay a medical
evacuation or disembarkation. Passenger warrants that the Passenger, and  
those for whom the Passenger is responsible, are fit to travel at the time  
of embarkation.
(c) Medical Care and Personal Services. To the extent Passengers retain the
services of medical personnel or independent contractors on or off the Ship,
Passengers do so at their sole risk.
 (d) Pregnancy. Passenger agrees not to present herself for boarding under any 
circumstances if, by the time the Passenger commences her travel with 
Windstar Cruises, she will have entered the 24th week of pregnancy. 
(e) Special Needs. Any Passenger with mobility, communication or other 
impairments, or other special or medical needs that may require medical care or 
special accommodations during the cruise, including but not limited to the use  
of any service animal, should be reported to Windstar Cruises by the Passenger 
when a reservation is requested. Passenger agrees to accept responsibility and 
reimburse Windstar Cruises for any loss, damage or expense whatsoever related 
to the presence of any service dog brought on board the Vessel. Passengers  
with special needs are advised that certain international safety requirements, 
shipbuilding requirements, and/or applicable regulations may cause difficulty for 
mobility impaired persons or persons with severely impaired sight and/or hearing. 
Passengers requiring the use of a wheelchair must provide their own wheelchair 
(that must be of a size and type that can be accommodated on the Ship), which 
should be confirmed at the time of the reservation. Passenger acknowledges that 
standard cabins are not designed to be barrier free and wheelchair accessible.  
(f) Limitation of Liability for Denial of Boarding / Repatriation for Passenger 
Noncompliance with this Contract. Windstar Cruises shall have the right to deny 
boarding for violations of any of the pre-cruise policies set forth in this Contract. 
If Windstar Cruises exercises its rights to deny boarding, Passenger shall have no 
claim against Windstar Cruises whatsoever, and Windstar Cruises shall have no 
liability for refund, compensation loss or damages of Passenger, including but  
not limited to any expenses incurred by Passenger for accommodations  
or repatriation.

FARES, NON-DISCOUNTABLE AMOUNTS, TAXES, FEES, PORT 
EXPENSES, AND SURCHARGES: Windstar Cruises reserves the right not  
to honor any published prices that it determines were erroneous due to printing, 
electronic, or clerical error. Each Cruise fare includes a Non-Discountable 
Amount. That portion of the fare is both non-commissionable to travel 
professionals and not subject to reduction in the event of a percentage discount 
promotion, 2-for-1 promotion, or otherwise. If cost factors dictate the need for 
fare increases, Windstar Cruises may do so at any time prior to departure. 
Guests can cancel (without paying a cancellation fee) rather than accept a  
fare increase. Suggested onboard gratuities are extra.

Taxes, Fees & Port Expenses, as used by us, may include, without limitation, all  
or a portion of all fees, charges, tolls, and taxes imposed on us by governmental 
or quasi-governmental authorities, as well as third party fees and charges arising 
from a vessel’s presence in a harbor or port. Taxes, Fees & Port Expenses may 
include U.S. Customs fees, head taxes, Panama Canal or other canal tolls, 
passenger facilities charges, dockage fees, wharfage fees, inspection fees, 
pilotage, air taxes, hotel or VAT taxes incurred as part of a land tour, immigration 
and naturalization fees, and Internal Revenue Service fees, as well as fees for 
navigation, berthing, stevedoring, baggage handling/storage, and security 

services. Taxes, Fees & Port Expenses may be assessed per passenger, per berth, 
per ton, or per vessel. Assessments calculated on a per ton or per vessel basis  
will be spread over the number of passengers on the Ship. Taxes, Fees & Port 
Expenses are subject to change (but will not change after assessment due to 
currency fluctuations) and we reserve the right to collect any increases in effect 
at the time of sailing even if the fare has already been paid in full. Windstar 
Cruises reserves the right to impose or pass through fuel surcharges, security 
surcharges, or similar incidental surcharges. No right of cancellation exists  
under these circumstances.

YACHTS OWNERSHIP AND REGISTRY: All Windstar Cruises Yachts are 
registered in the Bahamas and owned by Windstar Cruises Marshall Islands, LLC. 
Yacht ownership and registry are subject to change.

TRANSFERS/PRE- & POST-CRUISE SERVICES: Services for Windstar 
Cruises cruise-only guests (individuals who do not purchase air transportation  
or cruise extensions from Windstar Cruises) begin with embarkation at the  
noted time in your Cruise documents. Any transfers, meals, and dayroom 
accommodations required prior to this time are the responsibility of the guest. 
Please make a note of this, as many international flights arrive several hours prior 
to the scheduled embarkation time. Guests may purchase a transfer from local 
airport to yacht for day of cruising and from yacht to local airport for day of 
disembarkation directly through Windstar Cruises Guest Services. Guests flying 
on dates other than the date of (dis)embarkation must arrange their own 
transfers unless the reason for the different date is because of the purchase of  
a cruise extension from Windstar Cruises. Transfers for these guests will be 
available between airport, hotel, and pier, as appropriate, so long as the transfer 
dates coincide with the dates of the services purchased from Windstar Cruises.

SHIPBOARD ACCOUNT AND CURRENCY EXCHANGE: Our cashless 
experience is designed to make your life on board as simple as possible. On 
embarkation day, you will need to register your credit card (Visa®, Discover®, 
MasterCard®, or American Express®) in order to use your onboard account for 
shipboard purchases. We do not accept debit cards or prepaid cards. Your card 
will be pre-authorized for USD $420 per person. You may make purchases by 
simply showing your guest identification card and signing a receipt. At the end  
of your Cruise, you will receive a final statement, and your card  will be charged 
only for the actual amount of your purchases. Please inform your credit card 
issuer in advance that your card will be used on a Windstar Yacht. This will help 
prevent delays in obtaining pre-authorization on board. Products and services on 
board are in USD. Windstar is not liable for any foreign exchange fees imposed 
by your card issuer. 

WINDSTAR AIR PACKAGE ARRANGEMENTS BY WINDSTAR CRUISES 
MARSHALL ISLANDS, LLC: If you are purchasing a Windstar Air Package,  
we will arrange for air transportation to the departure point of your Cruise and 
return air transportation from the termination point of your Cruise to the home 
city from which you departed. Due to the special fares and capacity controls  
we have with airlines, we retain the right to select carriers and determine 
routings. Some routings may involve travel to or from an airport other than in 
the city where the Ship embarks or disembarks. In those cases, motor coach 
transportation to and/or from the Ship will be provided. Flight schedules and/or 
availability may require overnight hotel accommodations either to join and/or to 
return from your Cruise. Due to airline schedules (and occasionally, lack of flight 
availability), travel between many major cities and your Cruise may require  
one (1) or more hotel overnights en route. If necessary, the cost of this hotel 
accommodation is not included in the airfare and is your responsibility. Hotels 
will be selected by Windstar Cruises and might not be at the port. You are 
responsible for meals and items of a personal nature.

SCHEDULE CHANGES; AIR DELAYS: We reserve the right to alter air 
flights as required by airline schedule changes. If tickets have already been issued, 
we will adjust your itinerary or air carrier, accordingly. In that event, we may ask 
you to return your tickets. Should you choose to alter your airline schedule in 
any way once your tickets have been issued, airline charges which result will be 
your responsibility. If our assistance is requested in changing airline arrangements 

within sixty (60) days of departure, an additional administrative charge will be 
levied in addition to any charges imposed by airlines. If your flights are delayed, 
refer to our Setting Sail booklet for instructions.

SEAT ASSIGNMENTS; SPECIAL SERVICES; FARES; LOST TICKETS; 
BAGGAGE CHARGES; AIR TAXES AND FEES: We cannot make or confirm 
seat assignments, special meals, or other special services. Your travel agent may 
assist with these arrangements. If, however, airline fuel or other surcharges or 
additional governmental taxes or levies are imposed, we reserve the right to pass 
these through to you. Please keep your airline tickets in a safe place. Should they 
be lost, you will be responsible for their replacement. Each airline has its own 
baggage allowance policy. You are responsible for any excess baggage charges 
imposed by airlines. Air add-on costs quoted by Windstar Cruises will not include 
passenger facility charges, federal flight segment taxes for each flight segment 
(takeoff and landing), the September 11 Security Fee per passenger 
enplanement, international arrival and departure taxes assessed in foreign 
countries (the amount of which may be charged in the currency of the foreign 
country and is subject to change), or new taxes which may be enacted.

LIABILITY AND RELATIONSHIP WITH AIRLINES: We will use 
commercially reasonable efforts to arrange for your air transportation. If, 
however, due to any cause beyond our control, we are unable to arrange for  
air transportation (including, for example, because of capacity controls placed  
upon us by airlines due to the types of fares under which we book) or the air 
transportation we arrange is unavailable or otherwise fails to materialize, our sole 
liability will be limited to refunding the air add-on paid. Our relationship with 
airlines is that of an independent travel agent. We assume no liability for any  
acts or omissions of any airline including, without limitation, those involving 
cancellation of flights, schedule changes, re-routings, damage to or delay or  
loss of baggage, flight delays, equipment failures, accidents, pilot or other staff 
shortages, overbooking, or computer errors. Accordingly, you will not have any 
right to claim or recover against us as a consequence of any act or omission of 
any airline. The liabilities and obligations of an airline to you, and your rights 
against an airline, are subject to any and all terms and conditions of the airline’s 
ticket and tariffs and any and all governmental laws and regulations bearing  
upon or otherwise relating to such rights, liabilities, and obligations.

LIABILITY AND RELATIONSHIP WITH WINDSTAR LAND PACKAGE 
PROVIDERS: If, due to any cause beyond our control, we are unable to  
arrange for any Windstar Land Package or any desired portion thereof, our sole 
liability will be limited to refunding the Windstar Land Package add-on paid.  
Our relationship with providers of Windstar Land Package accommodations or 
services is that of an independent travel agent. We assume no liability for any acts 
or omissions of any Windstar Land Package provider or subcontractor including, 
without limitation, cancellation, damage to or delay or loss of baggage, delays 
(including any delay in rejoining the Ship or missing the sailing or any flight), 
equipment failures, accidents, staff shortages, overbooking, or computer errors.
