MARIENBERG CASTLE, WÜRZBURG

Few European waterways occupy both space and time as poetically as the Rhine. It begins 
amid the crisp mountain air of Switzerland, flowing more than 750 miles through the forests, 
pasturelands, valleys, and polders of Liechtenstein, France, Austria, Germany, and the Neth- 
erlands before entering the North Sea. It’s a river that has existed for millions of years, serv- 
ing as a key transportation route and a line of political and cultural demarcation for centuries. 
Basel, Cologne, Rüdesheim, Rotterdam, Amsterdam, and other inviting towns, villages, and 
cities grace its banks, while medieval castles, clifftop fortresses, vineyard-lined gorges, rush- 
ing waterfalls, and pretty river islands enhance the riverscape. All of these combine into a  
rich tapestry that has inspired writers, musicians, and artists to immortalize the Rhine in  
romantic epics and eerie myths, like Wagner’s Ring of the Nibelung and the tragic Legend  
of the Lorelei. 

Flanked by the exalted waters of its Rhine 
and Danube siblings, it would be easy for the  
much smaller Main to pale by comparison. 
Amazingly, it doesn’t. With roots in the beauti-
ful Bavarian countryside, the Main is the long- 
est river flowing entirely in Germany – and it 
plays a big role when it comes to connections. 
Through the recently completed 106-mile 
(171-km) Main-Danube Canal with its 34 weirs 
and locks, boat traffic can travel seamlessly 
through the continent of Europe, from the 
Rhine at the North Sea to the Danube at the 
Black Sea – a navigational miracle. Yet the 
Main doesn’t stop there. It’s also a haven for 
hydroelectric power generation, and a life-giv-
ing resource for bustling cities, like Frankfurt, 
Bamberg, and Würzburg. It exudes a per-
sonality all its own through quirky words and 
names, like Eschendorfer Lump and Black 
Sea gobies, and is an alluring showcase of 
orchards and vineyards, Spargel (asparagus) 
fields, famous castles and fortresses, and 
world-class wine cellars.

Originating from 
the forested peaks of the Vosges mountains in France, the Moselle flows a short distance 
through Luxembourg before its most famous section in Germany, where Roman Empire 
military outposts sought to shape the area in Rome’s image. Not only do cities like Trier

ruins, but the river valley is rife with Roman- 
planted vineyards that today produce some 
of the world’s most exquisite white wines.
