As important as majestic, over the centuries the Rhéne has
served as a waterway where wine was transported in the Middle Ages as well as olive oil
and marble from Italy. In 2003, the river's ancient past revealed itself just a little more as
six small, 1st-century ships were discovered during construction work in Lyon. Today, the
Rhéne has become a special place for epicures and those who appreciate fresh breezes
with hints of lavender and herbs ...

Flowing 300 miles from the Vosges mountains
and considered the boundary between east-
ern and western France, the Sabdne is the
quintessential French waterway.

and some of the world’s best wines in the
Beaujolais and Burgundy regions. The river is
both gentle and genteel, ambling past poplar
forests, moors and vineyards, grazing Charo-
lais cattle, and colorful villages where resi-
dents sip café au lait in centuries-old squares.
Also dotting the Sadne’s environs are world-
class cities such as Chalon-sur-Sabéne, Macon,
Tournus, and Lyon - and countless churches,
both august and humble, giving the river an
almost biblical feel.
